AYE AYE vo ASSOCIATION

Aye Aye v.o. is a non-lucrative association for diffusion and promotion of culture. It aims to support international exchanges between people and cultures, as well as human and personal blooming of all its members. It has both a local dimension - as it is very well integrated in the regional associative environment - and an international dimension, as it has several European partners to collaborate with, in an intercultural and innovating purpose.   

The association is located in Nancy, a city of Lorraine region, in the North East of France. We are in the hearts of Europe, one-hour from Luxembourg, Germany and Belgium. Great part of the population is made of young people as the city has an important university. For more information please visit the city’s official website: www.mairie-nancy.fr 

In conformity with the objectives of EVS program, our project focuses on creating and developing exchanges, intercultural learning and also cooperation between volunteers, teams and the local community. Our association wish to integrate the volunteer in both the association activities and in local life through relationships with local associations and students groups to help him/her meet other young people and discover the French way of life. The volunteer takes part in the organisation of our short films festival and other French festivals, as well as different missions related to cinema and video. He/she is integrated in a team but keeps a certain grade of autonomy. 

The volunteer will be involved in the following activities:

· Film programming, technical assistance and films screenings

· Participation in the organisation of a festival

· Creation of cultural links with partners from his/her own country

· Participation in administrative meetings

· Coordination with partner associations 

VOLUNTEER’S ACTIVITIES

The volunteer is expected to "work" 25 hours a week at the most, from Monday to Saturday. He/she can be on holidays during 4 weeks, and can be out of the office anytime he/she asks for (to visit the region with other volunteers for example).

Concerning Aye Aye Film Festival, the volunteer's missions are described below:

· Technical assistance and film programming (30%)

This task represents 6 or 7 hours a week. It includes: participating in film programming activities (10%), participating in pre-selections (10%), using sound and video appliances (10%).
The rest of the mission is divided in three parts:

· Organisation of the festival: inputting data and participating in administrative meetings (30%)

· Communication: setting up new contacts, developing partnerships with representative cultural entities of the volunteer's own country (30%).
· Discovering other local associations among a five-hundred-organisation-network (10 %)

The volunteer will help in the tasks proposed above but he/she is free to get involved in one task more than another. If he/she wants to develop his/her own action and if this action matches the hosting organisation objectives, the hosting organisation will do its best to help the volunteer to realise it. At his/her arrival, a timetable will be agreed between the volunteer.

As our association is really interested in promoting European author's cinema, the volunteer will be encouraged to organise conferences, discussion groups after films screenings, gastronomic "parties" about his/her own country, etc. 

The volunteer will work 20 to 25 hours per week, for example, from Tuesday to Saturday according to the following timetable (proposal):

· Tuesday: 9h – 18h: setting up new contacts

· Wednesday: 11h – 21h: technical ASSISTANCE and organisation of popular committee’s screenings

· Thursday: 9h – 18h: inputting data, meetings other associations

· Friday: 9h – 18h: communication and coordination tasks

This timetable allows enough free time to participate in local cultural life, or any activity that suits him/her. The volunteer's days off are Sundays and Mondays. Holiday periods are determined with the volunteer, out of cultural seasons. We schedule 3 travel weeks:

-  1st week of February: Clermont-Ferrand Festival

-  3rd week of May: Cannes Festival, subject to conditions

-  4th week of July: International Film Festival of Wroclaw (Poland) “Era New Horizons”, subject to conditions
The volunteer is expected to be more available in late August and early September, that is before and during Aye Aye Film Festival.

CONDITIONS

The most important criterion in the volunteer selection is his/her will to integrate a cultural association. The determinant criterion is the volunteer's motivation. The volunteer must be a dynamic person, who likes teamwork, and who is willing to discover a new culture and to share his own one. Besides this mission contains some technical aspects, mostly in sound and video fields. The volunteer must be able to learn new skills during his/her EVS.  For all these reasons, it is very important for the volunteer to be open-minded and curious, without being a professional worker in the cultural field. His /her desire to work in group and to learn are the most important thing.

Our association wish to host several volunteers, at different periods of the year, two people at a time to favour integration. The volunteers, male and female regarding gender equality, all have the same statute but a different nationality. As a result the hosting project is a fully intercultural experience. Not only each volunteer has to face a French team, but also other young people (male/female, nationality...) which is boundto change his regards
